- Organizing caravans, decorate vehicles before competitions, and reserves band
supporter seating at events.

- Organizing concession duties, operating and maintaining equipment and
operating systems.

Setup/Breakdown Committee - Develop and staff an organized system of setting up and removing

tents and equipment before and after events which we host.

- Organizes/repairs/orders/issues uniforms.

- Section parents supervise their section at section assigned events (like car
wash and concessions), and supervise section related activies (such as students wanting section shirts).

The Boiling Springs Bulldog Marching Band has a very long tradition of being one of the best
high school marching bands in South Carolina. Over the years, the band has racked up
quite a few first second and third place finishes at local competitions, and has even won a
few overall grand championships. Boiling Springs is always considered one of the best
bands in South Carolina and has even won the Upper State Championship two out of the
last three years.

This year will be no exception, but it is going to be even better! The Bulldog Band will be
traveling to Rock Hill to compete in the "Olde English# competition where they took the
overall second place trophy last year. They will also be returning to the Western Carolina
Tournament of Champions with the hope of achieving another "top three#placement while
competing against some of the top bands in the southeast.

The season traditionally ends after the State Championship in early November, but in 2010,
they will be competing one extra time. They will be competing

in Indianapolis. At "Nationals#they will be competing,
against nearly 100 of the best high school bands in the country.

This is likely to be the only time in your student!s life that he or she will be able to be a
competitor in a national championship event.
